> ABOUT THE PROGRAM:

PBS KIDS GO! is a new educational multimedia destination specifically created for 6-9 year olds.  This programming block starts on October 11 and features two new series – MAYA & MIGUEL, POSTCARDS FROM BUSTER - as well as ARTHUR and CYBERCHASE. 

> ABOUT THE WEB SITE:

pbskidsgo.org hosts sites for the GO! series, PBS primetime companion sites (like History Detectives for Kids) and new Web-only sites. With support from CPB, the site was created for kids 6-9 to play new games, solve puzzles, watch video clips, share their opinions and stories, and much more!

> GRAPHICS

We have posted 1 EPS file and 2 PSD files for your use.

pbskidsgo_logo.eps

This file contains the PBS KIDS GO! logo in EPS format (saved for Adobe Illustrator 8.0). The logo should appear no smaller than 54 pixels tall on the web, and all other elements should appear as presented in the EPS file. Do not remove any elements from the logo or alter the color.

pbskidsgo_module_header.psd

This file contains a header of  the words PBS KIDS GO! in a rasterized font with drop shadow. It should be matted in Photoshop to the color of your choice to use as the header at the top of your PBS KIDS GO! module, or as a branding element with your module. The words can be sized appropriately to accommodate each module size.

pbskidsgo_module_share.psd

This file contains the word SHARE with an arrow in a rasterized font with drop shadow. This is to provide context within the PBS KIDS GO! SHARE module. It will link to http://pbskidsgo.org/share.html. It should be matted in Photoshop to the color you choose for the SHARE module.

> INCLUDES 

There are 3 includes being provided. Within these includes are div tags that define various styles that can be customized in the module’s CSS. Each include is a div, with no alignment or defined attributes (outside of the image) so you can place them as you wish in your site. REMINDER: you must download and alter the CSS file in order to change the module styles on your site.

pbskids_go_module_game_big.js
This include contains a daily game graphic, using a site-specific image measuring 225 x 135 pixels that features the same game highlighted on the PBS KIDS GO! site’s GAMES page. Below the graphic is the activity’s site title and a short teaser explaining the activity.

pbskids_go_module_game_small.js
This include contains a daily game graphic, using a site specific image measuring 95 x 50 pixels that features the same game highlighted on the PBS KIDS GO! site’s GAMES page. Below the graphic is the activity’s site title and a short teaser explaining the activity.

pbskids_go_module_share.js
This include pulls in a weekly feature consisting of a question and answer taken from a PBS KIDS GO! site. It is the same q&a being highlighted on the PBS KIDS GO! SHARE page. 

> CSS 

pbskidsgo_module_bright.css and pbskidsgo_module_muted.css

These CSS files are available for you to download. The styles and tags must be included in your site CSS for the module to be modified for your site.

The CSS files included with the PBS KIDS GO! module are defaulted to two different color sets, labeled Bright and Muted. These are NOT the only colors or fonts you can use for the module - with the CSS code you can alter the styles to fit the scheme of your page.

The CSS guide contains descriptions of each tag and each style.

> STATION-TO-PBS LINKING CODE

- The PBS KIDS GO! module is designed to be customized to fit the look of your station site. The CSS styles need to remain named as they are in the provided CSS files in order for the styles to apply to the content within the include.

- The PBS KIDS GO! module can be split into various parts by placing the includes where you would like to feature them.  When split, both the game module and share module need to be branded PBS KIDS GO! We have provided classes in the CSS for footers and headers to help with this branding and to give the modules a unified look when separated.

- The PBS KIDS GO! logo can be no smaller than 54 pixels tall.

- The PBS KIDS GO! logo and the phrase PBS KIDS GO! must link to http://pbskidsgo.org/ using your Station-to-PBS code.

- The SHARE image must link to http://pbskidsgo.org/share.html using your Station-to-PBS code.
